¢) That GIET may wait for few days for suitable announcement related to
introduction of “Degree with Honours” category as discussions are at
final stage in the University. DE, JNTUK also opined that Honours
status may be considered for awarding to those who have completed
additional advanced core courses only and not through MOOCs.

The members had deliberations on the credit distribution as incorporated
in programme structures of various B.Tech. programmes, list of open
elective courses (common to all branches), comparison of credit
distribution of various programmes and salient features of the programme
structures designed and developed under the Academic Regulations
GRBT-19. The AC approved the programme structures and offered
following observations:

a) That the number of credits in each year may be rounded (e.g. 42.5 may
be brought down to 42 or made 43).

b) That the distribution of credits across the categories such as HSMC,
BSC, ESC, etc. may be put up in line with that of AICTE.

¢) That the number of practice courses in certain programmes such as
MECH and AME may be brought in sync with other programmes.
Similarly, programmes such as EEE were offering too many practice
courses (24 nos.) leading to as much as 50 percent of the entire
programme.

Introduction of PhD programme: University nominees, viz., DAP and
DE deliberating on the provisions of UGC Regulations for Autonomous
Institutions, 2018 for introduction of various new programmes in
autonomous colleges, especially of doctorate degrees, opined that efforts
are being made to allocate at least two scholars per recognized research
centre after the proposed APSRCET-2019, the state level research
entrance test in a manner that the main supervisor shall be from
University and co-supervisor shall be from the Institute. They opined that
the Institute may wait for at least another two years for introduction of
doctoral programme on its ‘own. The members further opined that the
proposed GIET Academic Regulations (Ph.D.), 2019 may be kept in
abeyance.

Assessment and Evaluation

The AC has deliberated on the result analysis of semester- end

examinations (including supplementary) for various programmes (B.Tech.,
M.Tech., MBA and MCA) held for odd and even semesters of academic
year 2018-19 and approved the results.

DAP and DE, JNTUK have noted the comparisons of results with respect
to earlier years for B.Tech., M.Tech., MBA and MCA programmes and
expressed their satisfaction.

3. Academic Calendars
During the deliberations, GIET(A) Academic calendars for UG and PG have been perused. The
academic calendars are approved and are to be up-loaded on to INTUK Portal. It is suggested
that the specific holidays tor “Dussehra” and “Pengal” are to be defined with specific dates, so
that the academic calendars of GIET {A) would be of more informative and helpful to students. It
is clarified that the said holidays are foi a period of one week in both the cases and such period

As the Institute 1s following grading system, addition of 0.01 CGPA amounting to 0.10 %
of total marks be given in deserving cases. The standard format for such special
consideration is to be obtained from the Controller of Examinations of INTUK.

For consideration of completion of the Programme by students who failed in one or two
courses only, after the grafting of 0.15% of overall marks obtained. The calculations
stating how the student would get benefitted from such grace marks may be provided to
AC by the CAC for onward submission to INTUK for approval. For grafting, the required
marks (subject to a maximum ceiling of 0.15 % of overall marks obtained) will be taken
out from the passed theory courses or project. It is to be put-up for approval of INTUK
with case to case analysis, but to be put-up in one lot based on the applications received
trom students for such consideration.

It is suggested to spread the awareness about these facilities among students through Heads of
the Departments.

6. NPTEL Credits Consideration

1. Ratification of the minutes of the previous academic council meeting dt.13 November 2014

Draft Minutes of the meeting dated 13 November 2014 was read out one after other (Annexure 2-1).

It was suggested that there must be a power point presentation for every academic council meeting.
Typographical errors must be avoided as far as possible.

a) Ratification of the minutes on Nomination of Two subject experts to various Boards of Studies

Names of the nominees (Annexure 2-2) were read out and were approved). It was resolved to get more experts
for the next BOS meetings while finalising the course structure and syllabus of B.Tech second year onwards.
b) Ratification of the minutes on Approval of College Academic Rules & Regulations

Academic regulations for UG & PG courses (as given in Annexure 2-3a; 2-3b; 2-3c; &2-3d) were found to be in
accordance with the rules adopted in the previous meeting dt. 13 November 2013. For awarding Grades to the
students in the examinations UGC guidelines on grading can be taken as basis. It was pointed out that academic
regulations must be very clear and transparent.

Revaluation

It was resolved to permit the facility for revaluation. It was resolved to limit the revaluation fee to Rs.1000/- per
subject.

Under this a provision shall be available for the re-valuation of the answer script of a theory subject provided
the student submits an application in the given proforma, together with the prescribed fees to the Controller of
examinations within (say) 7 days from the date of announcement of the result of that semester. ’

The re-valuation will be done in-absentia of the student after consolidating all such requests.

A new external examiner, other than the first examiner, shall revaluate the answer script. If there is an increase
in grade in revaluation that grade shall be awarded. If not the old grade shall be retained.

Moderation of marks

The proposal given below was considered in detail.

If a subject's total pass percentage is less than 50% then 3 marks will be given as moderation

If a subject's total pass percentage is less than 40% then 4 marks will be given as moderation

If a subject's total pass percentage is less than 30% then 5 marks will be given as moderation

The subject's pass percentage is the total pass percentage of that subject irrespective of the branches.

It was resolved to limit moderation if any to subject wise pass percentage.

The above moderation rules were found to be satisfactory.

It was resolved to adopt the above moderation rules after checking the result analysis of the first autonomous
semester end examination by university experts.

3. Consideration of the minutes of the various BOS meetings held in November 2014.
Minutes of various BOS were considered (Annexures 2- 5 & 2-6). The Course structure, syllabi, model question
papers & List of paper setters and evaluators proposed by various BOS were approved.
